Manufacturing Methods

Cold rolling- this process allows the stainless steel coil to
be reduced to a set thickness by continuous rolling
between polished rolls. Pickling/descaling after softening
gives a bright, silver-grey finish.

Deco rolling- cold rolled steel coil is embossed by means
of an etched roll to a depth of around 50 um on only one
side of the material. The reverse side is smooth. the finish
is enhanced by brush polishing.

Pattern rolling- this is carried out on brushed material
between two matching, deeply engraved rolls, resulting in
a double sided texture. The pattern appears on both sides
of the coil, not quite identical but showing a “right” side
and a reverse.

Advantages

Attractive appearance. The surface appearance is the
most obvious characteristic of design rolled material. A
wide range of different decos and patterns area available.
Some designs minimise the bright reflection of flat
material—other are specially developed for architectural
cladding.

Increased stiffness. The special pattern rolling process
gives the material considerably higher stiffness.
Consequently, thinner gauge material can be used, thus
allowing substantial weight savings to be made in certain
applications.

High resistance to wear and scratching. Stainless steel
has a natural resistance to denting and tearing and this
resistance is enhanced by design rolling. This allows graffiti

Our cold rolled stainless steel sheets are provided with a variety of surface finishes to meet specific requirements for
appearance, hygiene and corrosion resistance. The different designs are produced by rolling between patterned rollers.
Final treatment such as bright annealing or brushing is used to enhance the appearance of the finished sheet.

spray painting to be easily removed.

Cost Efficiency. compared with the maintenance and
potential replacement costs associated with other
materials, design rolled stainless steel often shows consid-
erable life cycle cost savings.

Corrosion Resistance. Thanks to the inherent qualities of
stainless steel, corrosion resistance is a given for this
material.

Technical Specifications

Deco finishes are rolled on one side of the steel coil.
Pattern depth is ~ 50 um. This produces a decorative
surface with high resistance to wear and scratching and
with a wide range of applications, principally in the
building, cladding and domestic appliance industries. The
deco rolled material has good formability, and the deco
design will not be damaged by the forming operation.
Conventional methods can be used for jointing.

Deco rolled sheet and coil are supplied with a brushed
surface finish which reduces reflectivity. The surface can be
coated with removable plastic film, which is applied prior
to delivery.
